Who should refrain from taking the Lord’s Supper today? 

¶ You have not been baptized with a Christian baptism. 
¶ You do not believe in God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy 

Spirit. 
¶ You have no desire to repent of or turn from your sins. 
¶ You are a member of a church/denomination/organization that believes, 

teaches, and confesses differently regarding the Lord’s Supper than is 
outlined above.
